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Please take note of the following quick reminders to assist us with keeping the studio running smoothly! 

 Please be sure to place all outdoor footwear on the shelves in the entrance area. This applies to anyone 

entering the building - parents too!!   Thanks for helping us to keep the muck and dirt out of the studios. 

 This is a reminder to our students to help us keep the changeroom & student lounge clean by putting all food 
wrappers in the garbages. 

 The studios are ONLY for the dancers during dance class time.  Although the studios might be free, please do not 
allow your children to play in them.  

 Please be sure that your child’s hair is pulled back (off the face) for dance class.  Children in levels 1 and higher 
should wear their hair in a bun for ballet.  If you need instructions for doing a bun, please refer to our handbook 
posted on our website. 

 All children ages 7 years and under, should be dropped off and picked up directly at the door to the studio in which 
their class takes place.   Please arrive promplty at the end of your child’s class to pick them up.  Our teachers have 
back to back classes and cannot be responsible for students outside the hours of their scheduled dance times. 

 If your child is older than 7 and you do not enter the buiding with them, please be sure that you are on time when 

you pick them up and remind your child to wait inside the building.
