rehearsal. Students will only be supervised during their time on stage. Parents should plan to remain in the theatre
and watch rehearsals - photo and recording devices are not permitted at rehearsals or on performance nights.

Students who rehearse more than one piece on the same night should arrive in their first costume and bring additional
costumes in a garment bag clearly labelled with their name. Students can leave garment bags and costumes in the
change areas assigned - Please refer to chart posted in lobby on rehearsal day for changeroom details.

Arrival at the theatre. ..
